IMG Arts & Entertainment are delighted to announce that the original Spanish Riding School 
of Vienna is returning to the UK for the first time in five years, after its successful sell out tour 
in 2001. There will be eight stunning performances at Wembley Arena on 16th – 19th 
November and the Birmingham NEC Arena from 23rd – 26th November 2006. Tickets go on 
sale on 21st March.  
  
This is a rare and thrilling opportunity to see The Spanish Riding School of Vienna’s elegant 
riders and beautiful white Lipizzaner stallions perform classical dressage at the highest level. 
From the mirror-like symmetry of the Pas de Deux to the spectacular leaps of the Levade 
and Capriole, each emotionally-charged performance represents the epitome of harmony 
between horse and rider.  
  
This year the Spanish Riding School of Vienna will be offering a unique insight into the 
training and education of their world famous horses in the form of a pre-show clinic for 
equestrian and other groups of ten or more before the Thursday and Friday performances. 
During the Clinic Chief Rider Hans Riegler will explain how the horses are classically trained 
and will be a demonstration of the steps horse and rider take in their education to develop a 
life-long bond.  
 
Mag. Armin Aigner, Managing Director of the Spanish Riding School of Vienna said: 

“Great Britain is a country with a great historical tradition of equestrianism and we are 
delighted to be returning on tour.  The performances in London and Birmingham will 
give a rare opportunity, outside of Austria, for thousands of old and new fans alike to 
witness the oldest, and indeed only, riding school in the world where the classical art 
of riding is practiced in its purest form.  We see ourselves as cultural ambassadors for 
Austria on overseas visits like this one and we want to show our audiences, 
particularly the younger spectators, the beauty of the art of classical riding.”  

 
Founded in 1572, The Spanish Riding School of Vienna is the oldest Riding School in the 
world and is regarded as the pinnacle of the classical art of riding. The precise and graceful 
manoeuvres of the white Lipizzaner stallions and their elegant riders date back to Ancient 
Greece, and the tradition and skills of the world’s oldest riding school promise to make for a 
truly unforgettable experience.
